In April 2020, the Internet via fiber optic lines became available in the entire city. With the broadband infrastructure, the city works

on various measures using optical fiber, including industrial promotion such as smart agriculture and remote work as well as tourism
measures such as workcations. Also, it offers disaster prevention information that monitors hazardous areas with web cameras.

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Daily necessity products such as tissue and
toilet papers, manufactured in the city, have
gained popularity as tax returns gifts.

> 07 Fujinomiya City Industry
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In recent years, the growth of the chemical industry,
including medical products and equipment, has
been distinctive in the city's manufactured products
shipments. It accounts nearly 20% of the chemical
industry sector in Shizuoka Prefecture as a whole.
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Fujinomiya City has 18 small-scale hydroelectric power generation plants (Small-hydro). The total number of plants and maximum power output are both the highest P
in Japan; therefore, the city has the title of "Japan's Best Small-hydro City.” The introduction of "renewable energy" through Small-hydro has progressed, with seven
new facilities established since 2017. Small-hydro produces "renewable energy” which places little burden on the environment because it operates using small rivers

and irrigation. The city is promoting the introduction of Small-hydro as one of its initiatives to realize a zero-carbon city. .

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Mt. Fuji was registered as a World Heritage Site in June 2013. Fujisan Hongu
Sengen Taisha Shrine, Yamamiya Sengen Shrine, Murayama Sengen Shrine,
Hitoana Fujiko Ruins, and Shiraito no Taki waterfalls were selected as the 5
constituent assets in Fujinomiya City.
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Mandala of Fuji in Colors on Silk
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The history of Fujinomiya reflects that of Mt. Fuji. Fuji Mandala, painted in the Muromachi period
(1336-1573), conveys well the culture of Fuji trekking. For a long time, Mt. Fuji was regarded as a place for
ascetic practices and was considered threatening, with natural threats such as eruptions and bears
encountering. In the Edo period (1603-1867), Fuji trekking became popular along with the spread of

"Fuji-ko," the religious groups of commoners who worshipped Mt. Fuji. It was still strongly considered as a
form of ascetic training, and people trekked the mountain carefully, step by step.
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Fuji no Makigari, the Great Hunting Maneuvers OF
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In 1192, Minamoto no Yoritomo became the first shogun general of the Kamakura shogunate. In May 1193, Yoritomo held
a large-scaled, a month-long Makigari the hunting maneuvers, called “Fuji no Makigari,” at the foot of Mt. Fuji where is
currently known as Susono, Gotemba and the northen region of Fujinomiya city). In the paining, Yoritomo is spotted at
the height watching down how the Makigari went. The painting is preserved at Fujisan Kaguyahime museum.
